Information for all members about protocols for General Meetings during the pandemic

Protocols for Digital District General Meetings – National Guidance shared to Districts 30th June 2020
It is an important principle for all formal decision-making that all members should be invited, able to attend and participate if they wish to do so.
· All members must be invited to join the meeting and supported on how to join via different equipment, internet connections and skills for the technology required. 
· Only members of the Union can attend. Members should therefore pre-register for the meeting and be sent an individual link to see how you set-up pre-registration for a digital meeting on Zoom; make sure you add a custom question on the registration form to capture members’ NEU membership number. You will also need to produce a register of attendees with membership numbers.
· Members should be advised, both in the meeting invite and at the start of the meeting itself, to be in suitable environment, in private, away from the rest of their household, whilst participating in the meeting to enable them to properly debate, vote on serious and important issues whilst maintaining the privacy of union decision-making.  
· Members should be advised in the meeting invite of the latest time to join the meeting. Members should not be voting on matters when they have not heard the debate. It is recommended that this deadline should be no more than 15 minutes after the advertised start-time, unless your meeting invite specifies a time at which the meeting will move to formal decision-making, in which case that time should be the deadline for members to join the meeting and participate in that decision-making. 
· The meeting invite must also ask members if they have any accessibility issues in the invitation. 
· Whilst this is a formal meeting of the district, the agenda should be limited to essential decisions. In the autumn term these will include nominations for executive by-elections, the election of the district delegation to conference 2021, selection of motions to submit to conference 2021 and, should the restrictions on meetings continue, the submission of amendments and the prioritisation of motions. There is no need to include other items of business such as minutes of the previous meeting, matters arising and officer reports. Minutes of the meeting should be confined to a note of the decisions made. 
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
